What you are graded on for collected entries:
I. Summaries

a. Must be one sentence

b. Must contain the main ideas from the text that you read

II. Questioning the Text

a. Can be questions about vocabulary, plot, predictions, characters, and motives; anything that makes you stop and think about what you just read.

III. Reader Response

a. Must be 7-15 sentences long

b. Talk about how the text relates to you; saying “nothing” will get you a “0.”

c. What did you learn from this reading?  Were any of your views challenged?

d. Did you agree or disagree with the text at certain points?  You can look at the characters and how they react/feel about situations/events and agree or disagree with their world views.  Examples of things to write about: 1 Would you have done what Alaska did for Prim? Why or why not?  2 Do you think that silence is the best way to show the Capitol that the people are unhappy?  Why or why not?
e. You must use textual evidence to support your claim.
